Meeting called to order at 9:00 am by Chairman Grose.

Approval of Agenda:

Staff Update:
Tittabawassee Zoning:  Hoffman reported that the Tittabawassee Township Zoning layer on SAGAGIS Fetch had been updated.  He explained that the new layer was specifically for Tittabawassee Township and not part of the countywide zoning layer as has been the case on Fetch up to this point.  He said that moving forward he was going to be placing individual township zoning and future land use layers on Fetch and eventually do away with the countywide layer.  This will allow for more accurate labeling per assessing unit as opposed to the countywide version.
County Drains:  It was reported that the county drain centerline layer on SAGAGIS Fetch was recently updated.  The layer now on display was provided directly by the Saginaw County Department of Public Works.

Subdivision Layer:  It was reported that a subdivision layer has been added to SAGAGIS Fetch.  This is available as a check box under the Parcel heading dropdown of the Layers and Legend dropdown. It was explained that the layer was derived from the GIS parcel layer attributes and in some instances is not 100% reflective of the recorded plat.  It was reported that in future SAGA is hoping to hyperlink a pdf of the recorded plat to the site so users viewing a particular parcel in a subdivision will be able to click on the link and see the actual recorded plat.
Google Maps:  It was reported that Google Maps Street View has now been linked to SAGAGIS Fetch.  This feature can be accessed while viewing a parcel by clicking on the link icon (depicted as two chain links) at the top of the page.  Brown inquired if there was any copyright limitation to including this link on Fetch.  Hoffman stated that there was none.

Tentative Values:  It was reported that since January 1, 2019 SAGAGIS has been displaying tentative assessing values for those members who requested to have their information displayed.  A change in the way the information is displayed was made this year to highlight the tentative values in red, making them more visible and easier to locate on the page.

Rolled Over Data:  It was reported that on May 1, 2019 SAGAGIS will rollover to the 2020 assessing database.
Sales Search:  It was reported that Amalgam had delivered a beta test version of a Sales Search for SAGAGIS Fetch.  Jeruski explained that the sales search will allow users to search the assessing database on Fetch by choosing various options in various combinations including but not limited to; sale date, sale price, square footage, neighborhood, street, number of bedrooms, number of baths, building type, sale type, improved status etc.  Users will then be able to view the results and print them in a report format.  The search results will also be displayed in an interactive map format as well as having an option to print the returned locations on a hardcopy map.
Search Upgrade:  Jeruski reported that an upgrade to the Parcel Search function was in the works.  Currently when searching parcel information the entire county database is searched.  When this new upgrade goes live users will be able to limit their search to a specific township, city or village.  This functionality will be extended to the Sales Search as well.  A signed contract amendment authorizing commencement on this work was delivered by Grose at today’s meeting.

Delinquent Tax Display: It was explained by Hoffman and Jeruski that the current tax history display on Fetch was not reflecting pay offs of delinquent taxes.  Owing to the fact that the current display is pulling from a tax history file, once a tax amount goes delinquent the paid amount will always read zero even after the amount has been paid off in delinquency.  Grose stated that SAGA needs to change this display to reflect delinquent pay offs.  Hoffman and Jeruski said they would investigate the best option to make this happen.
Tax Description Sourcing: Jeruski inquired whether or not a change of source for the tax descriptions currently displaying on SAGAGIS Fetch was warranted.  Currently the assessor tax descriptions are being displayed.  It was suggested by Jeruski that Fetch begin using Saginaw County Equalization tax descriptions.  Grose indicated SAGA should be displaying the same tax descriptions as are printed on the property tax bills
Building Values:  Grose inquired if BS&A Building Values could be displayed on SAGAGIS Fetch.  It was stated that Fetch currently displayed Land Values and that Building Values would be a valuable addition.  Jeruski said he would investigate pulling this information from the assessors and get a quote from Amalgam.
E911 Update:
Hoffman said the 911 map had been updated.  He reported that there is an issue with incident history being displayed correctly and that he was attempting to contact Motorola to correct the issue but had so far not heard back from them.  Pfau said he would schedule a meeting with Motorola to get the issue resolved.
2020 Aerial Photography Project:

Hoffman reported that the State of Michigan was offering a data sharing partnership where the State would provide  1’ resolution aerials in exchange for local parcel data.  Hoffman said he had submitted a counter proposal to the State that in lieu of the 1’ resolution photos the State simply give SAGA the equivalent money which SAGA would then put toward a flyover of higher quality 6” resolution photos.  SAGA would then hand over the higher quality 6” resolution photos (a portion of which would still need to be paid for by SAGA) as well as the parcel data.  Hoffman estimated SAGA would get approximately $17,000 from the State toward the flyover if his proposal was accepted.  This would be a win-win situation as the State would receive a superior resolution photo set and SAGA would receive a portion of the money needed for their 2020 flyover.   Hoffman reported that he presented this proposal to the State at a recent meeting and that he believes they are seriously considering it.
Grose asked when the 2020 flyover would take place.  Hoffman stated, April of 2020.

Hoffman reported that he had also been in conversation with Dow regarding their partnering with SAGA for the 2020 flyover.  He said it was likely that Dow would again contribute but the amount would probably be less than in past years.

McGibney asked if Hoffman would request a price estimate on 3” resolution aerials within the boundary of the City of Saginaw in the 2020 flyover RFP.  Hoffman said he would
